Beech Class Weekly Update

This week, we created a special piece of artwork as a
class. The piece was inspired by our study of trees as of
late. We used water based ink paint and rollers to
create prints of leaves from deciduous trees on our
school site. Some children made rubbings on the bark
of deciduous trees outside. Once, complete, we will put
our work together to make a large tree to hangin
Beech Class.
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We also made, ‘mini art” We used ink pads and our
fingers to make small prints then build characters

around them. How cute are they! | didn’t manage to

capture photos of them all but at one point | saw a

crocodile, a frog and even a bat hanging upside down!
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Reading: Today is national poetry day. This week our
reading sessions have been focused on poetry. We
learnt the traditional English nursery rhyme, ‘Banbury
Cross.” Ask your child to share this with you.

Writing: The Bog Baby stories continue! This week, we
have been building vivid verbs, adjectives and
descriptive sentence openers into our writing. Beech
Class children are incredibly impressive writers!

Maths: In maths, we have been counting every single
day (along with fluency and problem solving with our
units on Place Value). Never underestimate the power
of counting at home. You could ask your child to count
on from a number for example count from 15 to 20 or
120 to 135. You could also ask them to count back from

a given number. This really supports them to embed

their understanding of number.




PE: This week our units on Dance and Yoga continued.
During our Dance Lesson, the children focused on
making up dances, with counts of 8, actions inspired by
the weather and pathways (zig-zag and circular). This
was great fun.
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
